BEHAVIORS 

Administration and staff are seeing an increase in undesired 

behaviors being displayed amongst middle school students, 

high school students, and even some parents.

• Any other behavior as deemed grossly inappropriate 

or illegal 

Any students or parents found in violation of any of the 

above mentioned infractions will be referred to the local 

authorities and MHA will give full participation in following 

through with the consequences outlined by the police.
